How you’ll be graded:
An A paper: Your answer has lots of examples from the video and maybe even some from your life; you take great care to make sure your paper is grammatically sound and it has little to no errors.

A B paper: Your answer uses some examples, and is grammatically sound with little to a few errors.

A C paper: Your paper answers some of the questions, but there are no examples to back anything up, and you paid no attention to detail. Errors in your paper are distracting, and could have been fixed with a simple proofreading.

A D paper: You have put words on a page to complete an assignment, but you didn’t really think anything through. I am kind of sure that you speak English, but it is not obvious from your writing.

An F paper: Were you even here today?
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
